UPDATE FROM THE DHS KEY CLUB

Key Club is a service organization for high school students that operates under school regulations and draws member-

ship from the student body.  The Kiwanis Club of Danvers composed of the leading business and professional people 
within the community sponsors the DHS Key Club. The clubôs Mission is to provide its members with opportunities to 

provide service, build character and develop leadership. Key Club functions on the local, district and international levels. 
This structure provides programs, literature, and opportunity to relate to teenagers from countries all around the world. 

Key Club is the largest service organization of itôs kind with over 160,000 members in approximately 4,200 clubs. 

 
OUR MAJOR GOAL THIS YEAR  -RE-ORGANIZING and WHY?  

Two years ago the DHS Administration added the graduation requirement of 40 hours of community service to be com-
pleted by the end of a DHS studentôs sophomore year.  Ms. Sue Ellen Tagg was hired by the school district to identify 

service opportunities within the community and to process the paper work to record the studentôs service.  The National 
Honor Society also has a service requirement for upper classmen.  Studentôs found Key Club to be an easy solution to 

these requirements and we believed that members were not fully embracing the scope and depth of what Key Club is all 

about. This year we better informed the students (with speakers Sue Ellen Tagg and the Mr. Murray) about the differ-
ences between the school community requirements and Key Club.  Additional speakers were arranged (Hospice) to have 

the students understand the positive repercussions of their community involvement with team captains from the general 
membership appointed to develop their leadership skills. 

 

The scheduling structure at the high school has students who take Advance Placement courses taking an additional class 
period (flex-time) meaning that the student misses two meetings a month.  Scheduling Board Meetings with the officers 

was impossible as the majority are involved in AP courses.  For this reason we went to one general meeting per month 
and one board meeting per month.  Communication between members is through PA announcements, Key Club bulletin 

board at the high school and a group page on Facebook. 

 
The new meeting structure was established with set -up reversed in the room, members required to sit before the meet-

ing began and a vinyl banner was purchased with the key club pledge to be hung at all meeting next to the Kiwanis Key 
Club banner. 

 
The amount of Service Project requests during the fall was intense.  Our resources were stretched to the point that the 

quality and quantity of the number of commitments resulted in us loosing sight of our other core values (leadership, 

character building) and not being able to fulfill our Mission Statement of developing character and leadership. Based on 
the January survey taken by members we hope to refine our service projects for the coming year.  

 
This year we have been involved with the following service projects:  Duck Race, NSARC Picnic, Energy Fair, Thorpe 

School Fair, Hospice Walk, DPS Childcare, YMCA Safety Day, DSS Foster Children Holiday Party, Downtown Santa Photos 

at Maple Street Church, and Santa by Sea.  We have donated to Camp Sunshine for a brick walkway, collected for UNI-
CEF and participated in the KPTI Open House and Tour donating 24 teddy bears to the Danvers Fire Department.  We 

sent two of our officers (sponsored by the Danvers Kiwanis) to Key-Leader Camp to develop leadership skills. In January 
we had a club pizza party having members fill out a survey to plan for the coming year.  Moving forward, elections will 

take place with a former Key Club Member, Erin James coming to speak to the membership about her journey in the 
Kiwanis organization through college and now as an adult.  Our major fund -raiser, the Dodgeball Tournament is sched-

uled for March 9th.  We hope to send a few members to the Convention in April. Wrapping up the school year an ice 

cream social is planned as we induct our new officers in May.  Service Projects for the spring include the Senior Dinners 
during February and April, the Pancake Breakfast, and Family Festival events. Members continue to spread out on their 

own recording an average of 20 outside community service hours per month.  
 

Seventy members strong, the officers and advisors are working hard to strengthen the club during an every changing 

environment.  We thank the Danvers Kiwanis Club for their never -ending support.
