Madame Presidents First Meeting  

Pres Irene started today’s history lesson by telling how George Peabody arrived and stayed in Dan-
vers. She then showed a framed engraving and wanted to know if anyone could name the building 
and the location in the picture. The picture was passed around during luncheon. He was quite a phi-
lanthropist. 
 

After lunch Irene asked who could identify the location and the building; several said the Hunt Hospi-
tal on the corner of High and Purchase Streets. Of course, they were right. 
 

Then, Kay Maurice introduced Jason Bribois at the North Shore Project, in Gloucester, where they 
works for with Hepatitis C and HIV patients. He spoke only about the Hep C today. He described how 
dangerous this disease is and how hard it is to defeat or even to put into remission. The treatments 
are similar to cancer treatments (chemotherapy) which is devastating are themselves.  
 

Hep C. damages the liver and can destroy it if not caught and treated, resulting in cirrhosis or liver 
failure, causing the individual to go onto dialysis. 
 

Knowing someone who was in dire straits from Hep C, I spoke with him after the meeting asking why 
the doctors are not picking up on it until the individual is really into the disease. He said his group is 
working on that.
