On the Speaker Circuit . . .

Stephanie Abbott spoke to us about Programs of All-inclusive Care for the
Elderly (known as PACE). This is innovative because they provide continuous
care and services offering individuals eligible for nursing home care the op-
tion of continuing to live in the community. Because these health care costs
are traditionally paid for through the Medicare and Medicaid programs and
out of people’s pockets — access to a comprehensive system of care that en-
compasses preventive, primary, acute and long term care is usually not pos-
sible. One key to the PACE model is the combining of dollars from different
funding streams in order to deliver a comprehensive set of services focused
on the health and well-being of the individual. They try to keep older people
out of nursing homes. It is funded by Medicare and Mass Health. They help
elderly with transportation, medical care, eye, dentist, hearing aids. They
have 4 offices in Lynn, 2 in Beverly and one in Gloucester.
