Today we welcomed our guest speaker, Charles Wilson, to tell us about the history of Woodvale, where he 
has lived since 1966 – just 44 short years!!  
 
Imagine 50 or so years ago there was no Woodvale – then – like 
magic – 800 homes and a high school.  As everyone knows, these 
were Campanelli Homes: often referred to as a "Campi" - after the 
contractor that designed and manufactured them, the Campanelli 
Brothers. 8,600 of them were built in eastern Massachusetts during 
the 1950s and 1960s, primarily in Danvers, Peabody, Beverly, Fram-
ingham and Natick. These one floor, slab foundation Ranches were 
affordable for returning veterans and young families, the average 
price starting around $10,000-15,000. There were several styles to 
choose from, consisted of 3 bedrooms, 1 bath, kitchen, living room 
and one car attached garage. Total square footage was around 
1,200 to 1,400, and boasted "built-in" cabinets, modern appliances 
and tiled baths, radiant heat and other innovations of the times. Most sat on approx. 1/4 acre lots dotted 
with young trees for their young to play. The American Dream realized. Since that time, many Campi's have 
been updated & renovated. Most have converted the garage to an extra bedroom, or a family room, while 
others have expanded by adding on a second floor. While some original owners are still living in their homes, 
many have been sold, some many times over.  The Campanelli Brothers built thousands of units of residen-
tial homes in their hometown of Brockton,  and Rhode Island, Illinois, Florida, Maryland, Virginia and Arizona.  
 
Oh yeah, it’s also a place where many teenagers have learned how to drive in and out of all of the streets!
